






Dupuytren’s contracture:  Dupuytren’s 
contracture is a condition that seems to 
be genetically linked to people of Nordic 
ancestry and affects people of all walks of 
life, including President Ronald Reagan. The 
condition is characterized by a longitudinal 
cord in the palm of the hand with an associated 
dense nodule usually at the distal flexion 
crease and usually affecting the ring finger. 
All fingers can be affected in severe cases. 
The condition lends itself to reconstruction 
by excision of the pathologic tissue and 
reconstruction of the skin (Figure 8). 

Skin disorders:  The skillful reconstruction 
of scar tissue with releases and appropriate 
skin grafting either through split thickness 
skin grafting, pinch grafts, or vascularized 
pedicle grafts such as cross finger pedicle 
flaps or abdominal pedicle flaps, is a 
sophisticated set of tools that I’ve brought 
to the area of hand surgery in Garden City.
